James Tierney SKINNER-

LEAKE, John F, b. 1795, d. 29.7.1872 (Eng), son of Luke & brother of
George & Luke, arr. 23.12.1837 per Eleanor. Member of W.A.Agric. Soc.
3.2.1838 (P.G.). Left for Mauritius 7.1838 per Tamar & returned per
Joshua Carroll in October. Dep. 17.7.1B41 for London per Trusty via
Java & Calcutta.Returned to WA 13.10.1845 per Paul Jones (Albany to
Frem). Dep. 4.1.1846 per Vixen for Colombo.

LEAKE, John Thomas, b. 1827, d.25.10.1850 (USA), son of Luke. Arr.
27.1.1833 per Cygnet with mother. Dep. for California where he died of
pleurisy.

LEAKE (Lady) Louisa, (mnee Walpole), widow of Luke Samuel Leake, m. 1887
(Dr) Alfred Robert WAYLEN.

LEAKE, Luke, b. 1784, d. 12.7.1838 (Perth), arr. 19.10.1829 per Atwick.
His wife Mary Ann (nee Walpole) b. 1800/1 d. 14.5.1872 (Perth) arr.
27.1.1833 per Cygnet with 3 chd. leaving 3 chd in England. Chd. Jane,
1 son & 1 dtr. in England, George Walpole (QC CMG) b. 1825 d4. 1895,
John Thomas b, 1827 d. 1850 at California of pleurisy, Luke Samuel b.
1828 d. 1886, Catherine Ann b. 1834 d. 1922. Merchant. Selected 5,000
acres Canning district 1831. His widow & 2 chd. sailed for England
2.2.1839 per Brothers & returned with 1 chd. 17.3.1841 per Sterling.
She lived at Perth & employed 8 T/L men on occasions 1852-187i.

LEAKE, Luke Samuel, b. 12.7.1828, d. 1.5.1886 (Eng) (buried E.Perth),
son of Luke & Mary Ann (nee Walpole), m. 11.9.1855 (Eng) Louisa
WALPOLE, dtr. of Rev. T.H. She m. 2nd 2.6.1887 Alfred Robert WAYLEN.
Perth merchant. Owned Town Lots at Perth 1850 & 1860 & at Geraldten
1859, & at Newcastle (Toodyay) 1862. Director of WA Bank 1855. Vice
Pres. of Swan River Mechanics' Inst. Ship owner. He made freguent
voyages overseas. Qualified as a juror with a personal estate of
51500. Educ. England.

24.4.1924 (Perth), son
of Rev. Robert & Hannah (nee Buck), arr. possibly 20.1.1869 per Eliza
Blanche (from Victoria), m. 16.1.1873 (York, Wilberforce) Jane PARKER
b. 9.3.1846 d. 1.1899, dtr. of John Wyburn & Elizabeth (nee Dodd).
Chd. Mary Elizabeth b. 1874 (York Wesl) d. 1912, Robert Maitliand b.
1875 d. 1956, Amy b. 1877 d. 1962, Bruce b. 1880 d. 1962, Sophia Emma,
Hilda b. 1882 d. 1948, Hubert b. 1884 d. 1970, Henry b. 1888 d. 1966.
Trained as a pharmacist & went to Victoria to work for a druggist's
firm. Farmed first at "Cobham" York, then "Northampton" York. Bt.
"Mooranoppin"& other pastoral stations east of York from Hardey &
Monger. Pioneer pastoralist (& naturalist?). Employed 5 T/L mea 1870-

LEARY, Michael, b. 1842. Arr. per Strathmore 5.1.1869 from London with
wife: Julia Scully b. 1850. Chd. Thomas b. 1868, Mary Ann b. 1870 d.
1898 (Toodyay). Police constable, transferred from York to Guildford
in 1873, mounted police constable at Albany 1877, to Newcastle
(Toodyay) in 1878, Northam and Perth in 1879, Pinjarra 188l and to
Fremantle in 1882. From Mandurah to Toodyay in 1888 where he was a
gaoler at the turn of the century. The Leary family lived in the old
gaol when it was no longer used for that purpose. It was to become
the local museum.

LEARY, Patrick, b. 1808, d. 10.1.1871, arr. 7.2.1853 per Dudbrook as an
Enrolled Pensioner Guard with wife Nan b. 1819. Chd. Edwin b. 1850,
Ellen Emma. Formerly Pte. 46th Regt. ?This man to S.A. 11.3.1868 per
Emily Smith.

9.6.1862 per Norwood. Committed suicide.

LEATHER, Lot Ivensen, b. 1840, d. 1909, (expiree). Arr. 25.9.1863 per
Clyde, m. (U.K.) Sara b. 1840/2. She arr. per Helena Mena 1.10.1882
with Ellis & John. She applied for 100 acres immigrant grant in 1885
in Avon district. She was an upholsterer. He worked as a sawyer &
charcoal burner. Employed 15 T/L men at York Rd & Mason's Mills,
Canning 1869-1877, including 9 sawyers, 4 cooks and a carpenter.
Established a store & hotel at Sawyers Valley, Forestry Dept.
Inspector of hewn sleepers.

LEATHERBY, Thomas, b. 1833. Arr. per The Bride 2.1.1867 with wife: Mary
b. 1826. Chd. William b. 1858, Robert b. 1860, Thomas b. 1862.
Fremantle, boat builder & shipwright (1869 Alm). Mrs L. was a milliner
(1873-4 Alm). She left for London 14.1.1875 per Zephyr.

LEATHLEY, W. M. Arr. 26.5.1886 per Valetta from London.

LEBER, Max. Frem. to Albany 28.7.1879 per Rob Roy.

LEBIRE, Peter A., b. 1827, (expiree). Arr. 2.6.1855 per Stag. m. Ann
(alias FOA). Chd. Anne b. 1863 (Frem).Employed 2 T/L man in 1857 at
Perth.

LEBIRE, Ann, dtr. of Peter, mother of Ada Blanche b. 1880, Francis Edwin
b. 1883, m. 1890s George RAMSEY.

LE BLANC, James, b. 1835, (expiree). Arr. 9.6.1862 per Norwood. Dep.
24.12.1878 per Cingalee for Calcutta.

LECAILLE, Rev. Fr. Adolphus, b. 23.9.1826 (Belgium), d. 7.5.1908
(Perth), arr. 12.2.1858 per Lochnagar. RC Clergyman at Dardanup &
Bunbury 1858. To Champion Bay 1865-1877 & Vasse 1887. Naturalized
18.11.1859. Builder of churches, he opened schools.

LECKEY, Margaret, b. 1844, arr. 24.6.1862 per Mary Harrison. Servant.

LE COUTEUR, Marie, m. 1905 Ernest Austin TRIGG.

LE COUTEUR, Wilson, m. Unity Keats Eliza TRIGG b. 5.5.1872, dtr. of
William & Maria Ann (nee Austin) (7?wid. of Nesfield).

LEDAN. Arr. 8.1887 per Massilia from Eastern colonies. Albany, farmer
(1888 /9 Alm).

LEDBURY, Edward, b. 1821, (expiree). Arr. not listed under this name.
Applied for permission to enter Mt. Eliza Invalid Depot. No vacancies
therefore he was accommodated in prisomn on a charge of drunkenness
until there was room for him (CSO 1517 22.3.1883).

LEDDINGTON, John, son of William (labourer), m. 25.12.1885 (Perth C/E)
Mary Anne BOURKE, dtr. of John (soldier). Perth, labourer.
